The 4+1 partnership with the Harriman Institute allows Barnard students to complete their
Barnard undergraduate degree as well as a Masters in Russian, Eurasian, and Eastern European
Studies in five years.

This curriculum allows for multidisciplinary study of the region through the lenses of political
science, international relations, modern history, sociology, and others.

Students may choose to take a trans-regional approach, or focus their studies on a specific
country wit)hin Russia, Eurasia and Eastern Europe (the former Soviet Union, Eastern Europe and
the Balkans).

Applicants should have some prior language training and must exhibit proficiency equivalent to
three years of an East European or a Eurasian language in order to graduate.

The Accelerated 4+1 Pathways allow students to combine an undergraduate liberal arts
education at Barnard with a master's degree at one of the world's preeminent research
universities. Application fees and GRE requirements are waived for Barnard students. Students
admitted to the Accelerated 4+1 Pathways have access to Beyond Barnard advising and special
events hosted for their cohorts.
